This year there 
have been restrictions set in place that will 
not allow any food to be served, and only 
those who are registered as Christians will 
be allowed to attend. There are at least 40 
to 50 believers who have been denied the 
right to become Christians officially by the 
authorities, and they will not be allowed to 
attend any of the Christian meetings. Please 
pray that God will intervene.  

Mexico Praise God for everyone who 
attended the Alpha Retreat. Relationships 
moved to a deeper level as they spent the 
weekend living together and learning about 
the Holy Spirit. Please continue to pray that 
each one who attended will thirst for the 
Living Water that only God can supply.

Topic #3: God Joyfully Hears & Forgives Us! 

Bible Reading: II Chronicles 7:14, Ephesians 3:14-21 
 

INTRODUCTION: Once we have humbled ourselves before God, earnestly 
sought His presence, and kept short accounts with Him concerning our sin, God 
promises to do 3 things in return ï of which the first 2 are: He will joyfully hear 
from heaven & forgive us. 

 

WHAT DOES IT MEAN ï To Hear From Heaven? 

1. The word ñHearò (Shama) -   

- to regard attentively what someone is saying.  

- to engage in effective hearing, (to listen, understand & respond) 

2. The word ñHearò means that if weôve prepared our hearts - God is  

 about to open the gates of heaven & pour Himself into our  lives. 

 

WHAT DOES GOD'S PROMISED FORGIVENESS LOOK LIKE? 

1. The Biblical Meaning of ñForgivenessò (Hebrew - calach): 

- God pardons us:  

 He spares us from the eternal consequences of our sin.  

 He cancels out the debt or penalty that we deserve  

  because of our sin. 

- This is something that He gives, not begrudgingly so, but freely,  

 willingly, openly & joyfully,... if we will but ask for it.  

2. What Motivates Him to Forgive like that? 

- Psalm 103:8-11: His compassion, grace, patience and love. 

3. What's the Extent of His Forgiveness? 

- Psalm 103:12 - as far as the east is from the west. 

- I John 1:9 - complete cleansing from all our sin.  

- Jeremiah 31:34 - choosing not to remember (or hold against us)  

 our sin. 
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HOW DO WE NEED TO RESPOND TO THESE TWO PROMISES? 

 

 

1. Worship God with Joy and Thanksgiving: (Psalm 103:1) 

- worship that comes from the filling of the Holy Spirit . 

- worshiping Him with our entire being. 

 

2. To forgive others in the same way that God has forgiven us. 

-  To not forgive others is to be guilty of sin ourselves.

  times, but seventy-seven times. 

- An unwillingness to forgive imprisons us.  

 * A willingness to forgive releases us from a prison of our  

  own making. 

 * A willingness to forgive allows us to experience the joy, the  

  peace, the cleansing and the overwhelming love that 

  encompasses Godôs forgiveness. 

 

CONCLUSION: Psalm 103:11 tells us that God's love is as high as the 
heavens are above the earth. That's the same degree to which God also 
hears and then pardons (forgives) us. What a wonderful promise! May we 
bask in the wonder of the God who loves, hears and forgives like that. 
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
